EMPLOYMENT PROGRAM | Sue, a single mother,
came to Chicago House with a great desire to go
back to work. She completed the four-week job
readiness workshop. In her first job interview, she
put what she had learned into practice. She made a
great impression on the interviewer and was offered
a higher level position than the one for which she
had applied. She has since been promoted to a
supervisory position and is currently in school to
help advance her career. Sue says that the iFour
Program at Chicago House helped her to find

confidence in herself.

CoMMUNITY CASE MANAGEMENT | Gary has been
living with HIV/AIDS since 1995. A few years
again, he was diagnosed with prostate cancer. He
has gone through his chemotherapy treatment.
His HIV medications have become ineffective. He
has made the choice not to use other medications
that have severe side effects. Instead, he chooses to
live his life with a positive attitude. He is an avid
knitter making blankets that he donates to people
in need. Chicago House offers him community
case management so that he can continue to live
at home and be able to receive the services that he

needs.

The mission of Chicago House and Social Service Agency is to provide
housing and supportive services to HIV-affected families and individuals,
who may also be impacted by poverty, homelessness, substance abuse,
and mental illness. All Chicago House services are provided without
discrimination and are designed to guide people towards wholeness and

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PROGRAMS

RESIDENTIAL HOUSING PROGRAM | Hector was
kicked out of the house at 13 because he was gay.
He survived on the streets any way possible. Of his
seven year experience living on the street, he had
this to say, “It would take three or four months each
time before I could find a bed.” Hector, now 20
years old, recently moved into the Supportive Liv-
ing Program at Chicago House. "I spent so long
going from place to place, and being told no,” he

said. “It’s so nice to have a place to go home.”

SCATTERED SITE HOUSING PROGRAM | Sal had a
substantial work history, but he had been out of
work for several years and had no income or health
care benefits. He enrolled in the Gaining Ground
Program. His Career Specialist and his Case Man-
ager helped him to re-vamp his resume and explore
the type of job he truly wanted and where his skills
would be best utilized. After only 2 months, Sal
was hired for a full time sales position with benefits
at a national magazine. Upon hearing that he was
hired, Sal said, “if it weren’t for Gaining Ground
support I'd be living in Peoria sleeping on mom’s
couch, looking for dead end work. I thank all of
you for your help and support. It’s nice to have

your wind at my back. I'm not alone.”

PREVENTION PROGRAM | Michael enrolled in the
prevention program ready to face his fears. Having
grown up experiencing various forms of abuse from
family and friends all Michael knew was how to give
his body to others. Michael decided that drugs and
using his body to gain people’s love and affection
was no longer working. He has embarked on the
journey of self love and self preservation. Chicago

House offered an opportunity for change.

Chicago House began as a local grassroots initiative to serve the needs of those living
with HIV and AIDS. Throughout its history, Chicago House has provided not only
outstanding housing but an array of support services that have allowed clients to
move forward in their lives. With your help our agency continues to do just that for
other men, women and children who have been impacted by HIV.

Recently, Chicago House has taken a step further in meeting the needs of those

who face such challenges as HIV, homelessness, mental health issues and substance
abuse. This past year, three new initiatives were launched that seek to develop
models of empowerment that can be replicated on the local and national level. Our
years of experience in providing direct service have given us tremendous insight
into developing programs that are responsive to the needs of individuals seeking to
transform their lives.

In collaboration with the Pfizer Foundation, Chicago House is pioneering a medical
adherence program that addresses the inherent difficulties in working with clients

at high risk of homelessness. The findings from this study will help to address the
needs of the homeless population, one of the fastest growing populations of those
newly diagnosed.

After just two years, the accomplishments of the iFour Employment Program

have confirmed the need for job training specific to the unique challenges of those
living with HIV. Chicago House combined our vast housing experience with our
recent outcomes in the area of employment to develop a new scattered site housing
program linked to employment. Chicago House was selected by the US Department
of Housing and Urban Development to cultivate this innovative model of housing
and employment called Gaining Ground.

The greatest challenge for participants with little previous job experience or with a
gap in their work history due to health issues is getting that first job. In response

to this need, Chicago House will be opening Sweet Miss Giving’s Bakery. The
bakery will host a transitional job program for those seeking jobs in the food service
industry. In addition to providing valuable work experience, more than fifty
percent of the profits from the bakery will support the programs at Chicago House.

Yes, there is a lot cooking at Chicago House, from our medical adherence program
to our innovative Gaining Ground Scattered Site Housing Program, and soon we
will be heating up the ovens at Sweet Miss Giving’s Bakery to give hope to so many
more individuals living with HIV.

Your support keeps us cooking. We are grateful for all you can do to assure that
Chicago House can continue to care for those individuals and families on the local
level and also serve as a model for other agencies throughout the nation.
